1. Anoutright grant.

2. One $500 scholarship.

3. To be paid directly to the school at the beginning of the semester in which he enrolls.

2. Three letters of recommendation - one must be from a former coach.

3. Certified high school transcript and current picture (to be used for publicity purposes only)
must accompany application.

4.  Latest 1040 income statement of supporting parent(s).

5. A written essay of not less than 250 words, nor more than 500 words, on "Why | Want To
go To College™ must accompany the application.

6. Compete all questions on the application.

HOW CHOSEN

1.  After applications are received in Department Headquarters, they will be forwarded to the
Scholarship, Essay, and Oratorical Committee of the State American Legion.

2. The decision of the Scholarship, Essay, and Oratorical Committee shall be final and
absolute.

3. This committee will review and select the winning applicant based upon guidelines
established by the State American Legion Baseball Committee. (Composed of the eight
District Baseball Chairmen, State Baseball Chairman, and Director of Youth Activities of
the Kansas American Legion.)

4. The winner will be notified by the Scholarship Chairman or Director of Youth Activities.
