1. One, $1,000.00 grant.

A. One $500.00 grant installment to be paid at the start of
each semester (one year only).

B. To be paid directly to the school at the beginning of the
semester in which the student is enrolled.

C. Must obtain at least a "C" average to be eligible for second

and final grant installment.
